
OSHA Regulations require The University to control access to fall 
hazards, specifically roofs where unprotected edges are accessible. For these areas, access is 
to be limited to trained and authorized individuals under a department-specific fall protection 
plan. This position prohibits access to roofs by unauthorized individuals. 
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location on a roof that is (1) located away from fall hazards, such as edges; (2) secured by a 
visible rope, wire or chain and supporting stanchions; and, (3) not located on a roof with more 
than 10% grade.
